Rotary International - partnering with the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, UNICEF, the CDC, and the World Health Organization - has been working for over twenty years to fight polio through its PolioPlus campaign.  Through the work of Rotary and its partners, the incidence of the disease has been reduced by 99 percent. The only countries where polio has never been stopped are India, Nigeria, Pakistan, and Afghanistan, places where the disease still cripples and sometimes kills children.  

As part of Rotary’s efforts to incorporate the support of notable individuals into our ongoing work to end polio, Rotary International has developed a new public service campaign called "This Close." 

These public service announcements include notable figures around the world, who emphasize that we are 99% of the way to polio eradication, and encourage the public to support the effort.   We ask for your participation in this campaign by having your photograph taken while making the "this close" hand gesture (as shown in the accompanying artwork) and lending your name/image to the PSAs.

To date, Rotary International’s 1.2 million members around the globe have contributed more than $900 million and countless volunteer hours to help immunize more than two billion children against polio. If we can eliminate polio from the planet, there are dozens of other diseases that are next on the list.
